This year's Science Week, themed "Innovaton: Empowering Future Industries,” saw our students dive into a
variety of creatve projects, utlising materials sourced from their own backyards. Science Week ofers our

students a chance to foster creatve thinking, engage in hands-on actvites, and collaborate with peers. The
innovatve exhibits they presented were a testament to the dedicaton and efort they put into their work. It
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In 2023, Year 12 students from Al Siraat College had the privilege of partcipatng in a Harmony Day Lunch at
the Mill Park Police Staton. This event provided a valuable opportunity for our students to engage with local
law enforcement oFcers and celebrate the cultural diversity within our community. The lunch fostered
meaningful conversatons about inclusion, respect, and understanding, reinforcing the importance of
harmony and unity in our society.

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As part of our commitment to ongoing school improvement, the College conducts regular reviews of our
curriculum. An overview of our curriculum can be found on our website, www.alsiraat.vic.edu.au. For further
details, we encourage you to contact the College directly. Being an Islamic school, we place great importance
on integrating, infusing, and extending Islamic teachings across all subject domains, ensuring a
comprehensive Islamic educational experience.
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To ensure students' progress is carefully monitored, students in Years Foundation to Ten undergo
continuous assessment across all areas of the Australian Curriculum. We maintain a robust reporting system
that keeps both students and parents fully informed of their learning progress.

In addition to ongoing assessments, we implement standardised assessments on an annual basis, covering
key areas such as reading, spelling, grammar and punctuation, vocabulary, writing, science, general abilities,
and numeracy. These standardised assessments, coupled with the National Assessment Program - Literacy
and Numeracy (NAPLAN), provide a comprehensive evaluation of students' skills and knowledge.

To support students who may face challenges in literacy or numeracy, we provide regular and targeted
intervention lessons delivered by qualified staff from our learning enrichment team. In-class support is also
offered by our trained teaching assistants, ensuring that students receive the necessary assistance to work
towards achieving the required benchmarks.

Furthermore, we offer specialised programs across Years 7-9 to cater to both academically driven students
and those who may be disengaged from their learning. These programs create an inclusive environment that
responds to the unique needs of individual learners, fostering their growth and success.
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Our students in Years 3, 5, 7, and 9 actively participate in the annual NAPLAN testing. This assessment
provides a valuable benchmarking opportunity, allowing us to identify areas for improvement and provide
targeted interventions when necessary. Our dedicated teachers meticulously analyse NAPLAN data,
identifying strengths and weaknesses at each Year level. This information guides our teaching strategies and
curriculum development.

In 2023, the NAPLAN participation rate for all Australian students was 95%, whereas for our College it was
sitting higher at 98%.

Please note in 2023 the NAPLAN scale was reset. This means that we can’t compare NAPLAN achievement
prior to 2023 to that from 2023 onwards. Individual student results are now reported against proficiency
standards to provide clear information on student achievement. The results are classified into one of 4
proficiency levels: Exceeding, Strong, Developing and Needs additional support. The comparisons for each of
the assessed domains at a State level, are presented in the tables below:
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As can be seen through these tables, Al Siraat College has performed quite strongly in almost all Year Levels
and domains of learning as compared to the rest of Victoria. The number of students needing additional
support is much less in comparison to the State.

The table below shows the average student results at Al Siraat College for 2023 for each Year level and
across each assessed domain. The areas in green indicate that our average in this section was higher (dark

green =much higher) in comparison to all Australian students. Likewise, the non-highlighted areas indicate
that the averages for the College are similar in comparison to all Australian students.
